This week we will be collecting for Missions in Albania 

• The Parish Council has unanimously voted to help support the three following worthy charities:  The 
Orthodox Christian Mission Center (OCMC), funds will be designated for assisting mission work in Albania.  
Our own Holy Trinity Nursing Home which has cared for dozens of our elderly parishioners.  The Friendly 
House, which has assisted hundreds of immigrant families who have moved to Worcester as well as help-
ing the homeless on a daily basis.  This will be accomplished by having a basket available for donations 
at the candle stand weekly.  Each week we will alternate the charity that the proceeds from this basket 
will go to.  The first week, all of the proceeds will go to the OCMC.  Then the following week the pro-
ceeds will go to Holy Trinity and on the third week the proceeds will go to Friendly House.  This pattern 
will be repeated at the candle stand throughout the rest of the 2010.  We know times are tough for many 
of our people, but even a small, $1 weekly donation by each of our parishioners will slowly begin to add 
up over time.  All these worthy charities need our help as much as St. Mary’s does; we truly understand 
that the Church has financial needs too, but in order for us to grow spiritually as a Community we need 
to be a catalyst for good works here at St. Mary’s, so we decided to begin our work here at home in 
Worcester as well as in Albania the home of many of our ancestors.  Thank you and God bless you for 
your generosity.

When I send Artemas or Tychicus to 

you, do your best to come to me at Nicopolis, for I have decided to spend the winter there. 

Do your best to speed Zenas the lawyer and Apollos on their way; see that they lack noth-

ing. And let our people learn to apply themselves to good deeds, so as to help cases of ur-

gent need, and not to be unfruitful. All who are with me send greetings to you. Greet those 

who love us in the faith.
